NOTES FROM THE PASTOR

Thanks for your approval of our proposed
budget for 2010. Our Finance Committee,
deacons, and staff felt like we should try to
maintain our present level of spending for the
next year. Therefore, we brought to you a budget that
repeats the total for 2009 ($969,152) in 2010. There
will be no changes in the compensation of our present
staff, no cost of living increases, no merit raises. The
only change in personnel will be the addition of a
Nursery Coordinator, a much-needed position to help
facilitate meeting the needs of our young families.
With the budget we hope to meet the needs of our
church family in a fluctuating economy. Our results
will totally depend on our stewardship across next
year.

The deacons have received the final report of the
By-law Revision Committee. They met on Sunday,
September 27, and made some additional revisions
and corrections. In order to get this new information
to you in a timely manner for you to review it and
offer amendments or corrections, we are going to
change our schedule AGAIN. We were going to
meet in called conferences on October 4 and 18.
Now we want to offer some new dates once the
deacons have received the latest corrections. When
that process is finished, we will notify you of the new
schedule in November.

Thank you for your patience in this process. Some-
times 1t takes a democracy like a Baptist church a
while to get things done. I hope to see you Sunday as
we share the Lord’s Supper together.
