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NOTES FROM THE PASTOR

I just had a stark reminder of our need to stay

\ 1 connected to each other. One of our members

= had been absent for several months due to a

variety of surgeries and other health issues. In all this

time he has had no calls, no visits from his church
family.

How does this happen? Well, it happens all too
often. We get busy with our own schedules. We deal
with the problems in front of us. People we are closer
to get sick, others die, and while we tend to those
individuals and families, others suffer from our neglect.

I have no easy answers that will msure that we don’t
miss anyone. Our Sunday School classes need to be so
connected to their members that we miss folks when
they are absent, especially when that absence becomes
weeks at a ime. Our deacons need to stay in touch with
their assigned families so that information about
illnesses, surgeries, and deaths in a family gets passed
along. The staff needs to work more closely with the
various groups in the church to “hear about” those who
need a visit or a call. And, you need to call us about
anvone who needs the church.

The “old rules” we once used at the local hospitals
to go by and pick up the patient list to see who is there
are now illegal. Privacy issues allow us to see folks at
the hospital now only when they give prior permission
for those visits. If we don’t know you are in the
hospital or are going to be in, then we will not visit you
there. We can come only when we know!

So, you call us or get a family member to call every
time you enter the hospital. We really do want to be
present for you in these situations.

As for those you are thinking of now whom you
have not seen in a while, call them and let them know
they have been missed. Once you find out the story,
call us at the church and we will respond. Know that
even though there is someone in the hospital already or
going in just about every day, we don’t ever run out of
things to do or people to see. However, we can always
add one more, so call us.
